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Topic: 	Exploring New York: Finding the best deals for a 3-Day Trip!
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Project Outline


In this project, you will participate in a fun and exciting competition to plan a 3-day trip to New York City. The goal is to find the best prices for the flights, food, accommodation and an interesting programme (sights, events, activities etc.).
Imagine you are on a weekend trip and spend three days in New York City. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Your family is with you and wants you to find the best prices for the airfare, your accommodation in a nice hotel in New York City (for example in Manhattan or Brooklyn) and some good restaurants not far away from your hotel. So make sure you use a map and think about the distances because New York City is very big and you need to take the subway a lot.

Moreover, you will be responsible for the sightseeing programme. What do you want to see during your visit?



What do you have to do?
· Research flights, hotels, and good but not too expensive places to eat in New York. When is a good time to fly? Think of prices but also about the weather. It can be very hot, but also very cold in New York City.
· Choose at least three sights, but not more than six, because you cannot see everything in three days. Why have you chosen these sights? Which information does your family need to understand why the sight you have chosen is important?
· Look for apps that help you to get good deals (for example: Booking.com / The New York Pass / recommendation for restaurants). Do not forget to use Google.Maps in order to check the distances.
· Think about transportation as well because New York is huge.

Convince your family and win the competition
When you have found all the necessary information, you must convince your family of your plans and ideas. 
How can you visualize your information? How much money do you need for the trip? How much will you spend on flight, hotel, transport, food and fees? What do you want to see and WHY?


Focus on:
· Improving English vocabulary related to travel and budgeting.
· Practicing research and comparison skills in English.
· Writing a clear, well-organized trip plan in English.
